HSWM offers a wide range of obedience 
classes for young puppies to adult dogs to 
address not just basic cues, but socializing, 
house training, chewing, barking, play 
biting and other behavior concerns like 
fearfulness and reactivity. Our teaching 
methods are based on kindness and 
respect. We use positive reinforcement 
such as praise, toys, playtime or treats to 
motivate, reward and correct behaviors.
